MEXICAN CHILI CON CARNE

This is a simple traditional Mexican beef chili con carne; there are some spices and herbs that you may
have thought where not in a chili. So, | am sure that if you follow this recipe to make your own chili con
carnie you will be blown away with the flavour. It's not all about the heat, but if you feel there is not enough
chili in this then please add more.

Also, you may have heard or seen or even do yourself already, but you can take it to the next level of
flavour by adding a small amount of dark chocolate into your chili at the end or a little sugar, or even a
teaspoon of coffee, | know it's crazy. But go ahead and try it, I'm sure that you will love it.

Remember we are campers, so the method is a little different to the traditional way.

Family recipe note; 'We like to add a couple of extras to the traditional recipe for our preference, we add a
handful of sliced mushrooms, a chopped courgette, and sometimes a few quartered cherry tomatoes.

Serves 4

300g ground beef (or half beef, half pork)

1 chopped yellow onions

2 minced garlic cloves

1 chopped red bell peppers

1 canned tomatoes (400g)

1 canned kidney beans (drained and rinsed) or try black beans.
1 tbsp tomato paste

1 tsp ground cumin

2 tsp smoked paprika

1 tsp chili powder or 1 red chili (adjust to taste)
1 tsp dried oregano

1 bay leaf

1 beef stock cube in 100ml of water

Salt and pepper to taste

lime wedge

Put the beef into the saucepan and sauté over medium-high heat while stirring with a wooden spoon. Cook
until well browned.

Add onions and garlic, sauté in the beef for 3 minutes.

Add bell peppers, then season with cumin, paprika, chili powder, oregano, and bay leaf. Stir well to coat the
meat and vegetables.

Add canned tomatoes, tomato puree, and beef stock. Stir and bring to a boil. Reduce heat and simmer
gently for 45 minutes, stirring occasionally.

Taste and adjust salt, pepper, or spiciness to your liking.

Serve the chili con carne hot, garnished with lime wedge, with white rice, nachos, or tortillas to make a
complete meal, finish with a little grated cheese if you wish.
